INSTRUCTIONS FOR PREPARING AND TRANSFERRING ABSTRACTS TO EUCAP 2007
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Accepted Abstracts for EuCAP 2007 will be published in the EuCAP 2007 book of abstracts which will be distributed to all delegates on arrival at the conference. Abstracts must be received by Monday, 2 April 2007 at the very latest. Abstracts received after that date will not be considered for the conference. All abstracts submitted will have undergone a rigorous peer review process by the Technical Programme Committee of EuCAP 2007. Comments of reviewers are sent to the authors and amendments should be made based on the suggestions. Successful authors will be asked to submit a final camera ready paper for publication by Monday, 23 July 2007. Authors are asked to prepare and submit electronic versions of their abstract according to the instructions below.

Abstracts must be typed in English. This instruction page is an example of the format and font sizes to be used. This text will be used in the book of Abstracts so please treat it as though it is the final published manuscript. Abstracts that do not follow these guidelines will be returned to the Author and may not be considered for acceptance in the Conference.
Here follows detailed instructions on how to produce an abstract. Authors should use Microsoft Word to produce their abstract. Submissions not produced in Microsoft Word may not print as the author originally intended. The title of the paper is typed in CAPITAL LETTERS (boldface 18pt) and centred on the page. The author’s name is typed in capital and lower case bold and italic letters and centred on the page. Directly under the author’s name in capital and lower case letters and also centred and italicised is the author’s affiliation and e-mail address of (at least) the corresponding author. Manuscripts must be typed single spaced using 10 point characters. Only Times, Times Roman and Times New Roman fonts are accepted. Paragraphs are separated by a single line space with no indentation. The text of the abstract is written in one column and justified. Your abstract must be no longer than 600 words in length and may include diagrams. Do NOT include page numbering.  The final format in which the papers will appear in the book of abstracts will be a Microsoft Word document. 
The submission of abstracts for EuCAP 2007 should be done via the online paper submission system. Full instructions on how to use the online submission system are available from the event website in the author information section.
